On the tenth of October 1967, at the age of twenty, Peter Fuller wrote to his future wife, Colette Mejean, “Work continues much the same as ever, and so does life, reading and talking, coffee and cigarettes, pubs and poetry. I look forward to the day when I leave Cambridge and find a cottage, perhaps for a year or two, where I can think and write.

More and more, I become conscious of an ultimate destiny. I think I have a role to play in influencing the minds of men. I must be given time to work things out – but soon the time for thinking will be over and I will have to take action. Perhaps it is idle fantasy, but I must, sooner or later, reach out and clutch the forces of power. Modern materialism has gone too far. That which is fine and noble in creation is being ruthlessly exterminated by men without standards.”
